Yes KZN in 2013 underperformed SA because of the weak performance of the secondary industries and the weak performance of the transport etc industries which both have a much higher contribution to KZN economy than the SA economy. KZN did perform better in Tertiary sectors but the contribution of the KZN tertiary sector to the KZN economy is much lower than in the case of SA.
