More points needed to achieve the same BEE Level on the New Codes
Many companies will now need to rethink their position and standing when scoring on the new codes, as well as keeping an eye on what level they are hoping to achieve when being rated. Companies trying to achieve the celebrated level  1 will still require a minimum of a 100 points, and those who have gotten by on a minimum of 30 points will now need to aim for a minimum of 40 to be compliant. Also, please note that should you be discounted 1 Level in your rating due to the Priority Element concept, you can expect to move another notch down on the table.
Below is a table comparing the new BEE Ranges to the old.
